2. Submission: Any professional desiring to provide service for this project
should submit the following:

a. Letter of Interest: Written correspondence indicating your desire to
provide the professional services required. As a minimum, the following
should include:

(1) Approximate distance from the primary office or the project manager's office responsible for design to Pascagoula, MS.

(2) A statement indicating current LEED accreditation.

(3) The amount of A&E fees received in the previous five (5) calendar years for all Federal/State work. Federal is further defined as any project Federally contracted. State is further defined as any project with a State contract, to include public/county/school contracts. Figures must be cross-referenced to projects listed in SF-330.

(4) Recent design experience with National Guard/Federal Government facilities.

(5) Provide specifics regarding the qualifications of professionals,
in-house and/or consultant firms and personnel that are to be utilized to design this project including their experience with this type project. Include architects, civil engineering, electrical engineering, and mechanical and structural engineering.

b. Additional Submissions Required

(1) Individual's name and firm's name for the complete design team. This list must indicate the responsible person and the individual that will actually perform the design for each discipline of work.

(2) A complete and current GSA Standard Form SF-330 for each member of the design team. Projects that provide specialized experience with this type facility or the National Guard should be highlighted.

3. Selection Criteria: The selection of a firm to provide professional services for this project will be based on the firm's qualifications and experience in the following categories/areas and in the priority listed.

a. Recent design experience with National Guard/Federal Government
facilities for this type project.

b. Specialized Experience related to Architectural, Civil, Structural,
Mechanical, Electrical, and Fire Protection Engineering.
c. Specialized Experience related to LEED , Anti-Terrorism Force Protection,
Additions/Alterations and Phased Projects.
d. Ability to accomplish required services.
e. Location of Firm's Designing Office to the Project site.
f. Amount of Federal/State A&E Fees received during last five (5) calendar
years.

4. Project: This project will consist of a phased addition/alteration of the
current Readiness Center to include office, administrative, classroom,
latrines, and locker room spaces. Construction will be comprised of
permanent masonry type construction, brick and concrete block units with
concrete floors and a standing seam metal roof. Phase I is an addition to
the existing facility with no demolition planned in this phase. This project
will add a two-story section mechanical and electrical equipment in
conjunction with an emergency power generator. Outside supporting facilities
shall include fencing, sidewalks, exterior fire protection, outside
lighting, access roads, and detached facility sign. Physical security
measures will be incorporated into design including maximum required
standoff distance from roads, parking areas, and vehicle unloading areas,
berms, heavy landscaping, and bollards to prevent access when standoff
distance cannot be maintained. Cost effective energy conserving features
will be incorporated into design, including energy management control
systems and high efficiency motors, lighting, and HVAC systems. The building
and site will meet LEEDS Silver rating by USGBC and State and Federal
Environmental requirements.

5. The A&E will be required to provide complete design services to include
soils investigation and topographic analysis. Supervision and inspection of
the actual construction are also required.
