I would like to get a variance on my project. The variance will be for the front, rear and sides landscaping set back, and also to get a waiver of the pedestrian access-planting requirement.

The front of my property is designed to be in line with the existing commercial buildings on both sides of my property on Gause Blvd. This would reduce the front set back from 25’ to 19’.

 The rear of my property is abutting a residential zone. Between my property and Willow Wood there is a maintenance barn for Cross Gates Utility Owned by Mr Marimon, I have his permission and Willwoods permission to use the rear commercial set back for my project. This would reduce the rear set back from 25’ to 14’6”.

The left side of my property abuts Cross Gates Blvd. We will be putting a turning lane off of the blvd. to the side of my bldg. This will allow access for a future drive in window for a coffee shop. This would reduce the side street set back from 20’ to 5’. 

The right side of my property abuts a commercial bldg. (parking lot). Their parking lot is near our common property line. We have a 5’ landscaping setback for the driveway to allow parking in the rear of the bldg. This would reduce the side set back from 10’ to 5’.

The pedestrian access planting was eliminated. Due to the current market values for this area and size of bldg. this square footage is necessary for a profitable return investment.

Please consider my request for this variance, I have spoken to your staff previously and they have recommended some other changes that we have incorporated into the design already.
