SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS

1.
The successful Bidder shall be responsible to provide additional warranty on all roadways which are presently still under warranty or contract with the Parish as of this date.  The successful Bidder is hereby advised that should any damage be caused to these roadways by construction activities, the cost to repair same to its existing condition shall be its full responsibility.  The Owner urges that the successful Bidder to use alternative routes during construction.

The Owner reserves the right to reject and remove any bid on specific roadways or portions thereof due to budgetary restrictions and/or constraints.

All driveway and intersecting roadway ramps must be placed and installed simultaneously with the laying/installing of all asphalt.

The successful Bidder agrees to begin work no later than ten (10) days after acceptance of bid.

The successful Bidder understands the limited contract time in the contract is Ninety (90) days, and shall submit on a weekly basis any request for an extension of time.  Said request will reflect the days requested and the reason for same. Extensions thereof may be granted as per law. No extension request is guaranteed or absolute.
