This state of the art facility includes a 30 x 15 board room and many other special features, including a training room, restrooms with showers and satellite conference capabilities for world wide work and oil field support. The St. Tammany Parish Administrative Complex, or “Towers Building” as it’s commonly known, is a six story 42,000 s.f. building located near the corner of Pontchartrain Drive and Old Spanish Trail in Slidell.
