
Questions you should ask yourself when completing the Experience Record Form(s) 
 
 
When writing a description of your progressive engineering experience, the Board should be able to 
determine these factors: 
 

• What was the purpose of the project? 
• What was the size of the project?  How big or small was the project? 
• What was the value of the project?  How much money was spent on the project and how many 

resources were used?  What was the budget for the project? 
• Is the experience progressive?  Does the experience indicate that it is increasing in quality and 

requiring greater responsibility? 
• Does the experience include knowledge of engineering mathematics, physical and applied science, 

properties of materials, and the fundamental principles of engineering design? 
• Does the experience include application of engineering principles in the practical solution of 

engineering?
